Dear Bill:

On July 31, 2006, ownership for the Babcock Ranch changed from Babcock Florida
Company who held the previous District permits, to the control of the new entities. The
purpose of these applications is to transfer responsibility of the permit to the new entity.

Enclosed are two packages for transfer of the permit from Babcock Florida Company to
Babcock Property Holdings, L.L.C. and Babcock Ranch Management, L.L.C. The first
entity is the owner of the area proposed for future development. The second is the
management group responsible for the operation and maintenance of the State Preserve
and the Lee County Preserve. A similar group of packages for water use is being
submitted at the same time to Terry Bengtsson. The maps for the surface water permit
transfer include some additional fields not shown in the water use permit. These fields
are used as unirrigated pasture and are intended to remain as such, and so these fields
would not appear on the water use permit packages.

No new fields are proposed for farming under this permit transfer. There are fields
within this permit transfer within Area 6 that will continue to be farmed until they are
either converted to development through a separate ERP or are converted to a mine under
a separate mining application through Florida Department of Environmental Protection.

The farm fields north of Hercules Grade and north of Big Island Dike are within an area
that drains to either Curry Lake or Telegraph Swamp. These fields can be farmed as
necessary without individual detention for each field. The fields to the south and east of
that line are required to have individual detention if there is to be pumped stormwater
discharge from the farm fields. Some of the areas within the Babcock Ranch Community
do not have individual detention systems and are south of Hercules Grade. These fields
must be farmed without the use of discharge pumps for excess surface water. Pumps may
be used to bring irrigation water to the fields. This is a continuation of the farming
operation as previously permitted through the original permit in 1980 and several
subsequent modifications.
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There are no proposed changes to the farm fields, the detention systems, the outfall
structures for any of the areas on the Ranch. This package is simply a transfer of
responsibility to the new managing entities.
